Johann Sebastian Bach 

 

Originally written for Christmas in 1723, Johann Sebastian Bach’s Magnificat is considered to be one 

his masterpieces, even by Bach’s standards. This sacred cantata derives its text from Mary’s song of 
praise, the “Magnificat”, as written in the first chapter of the Gospel according to St. Luke, verses 46-

55.  Bach scored this work festively, including several inspirational arias, baroque orchestra and is 

one of the few works that Bach composed for a five-part choir.
